There is no comparative ranking of these terms; its an “apples
to oranges”comparison. A Brother whop has presided as
Master of his Blue Lodge can use the honorific title
Worshipful, a traditional English title of respect meaning
honored. The presiding officer of a Chapter of Royal Arch
Masons, the High Priest in the United States, is Excellent,
and Illustrious is reserved for 33rd Degree Masons or Past
Masters of a Council of Royal and Select Masters (Cryptic
Masons). When the word Most is used with one of these titles,
it usually indicates the presiding officer of a grand body.
Other officers may use Right or Very depending on their
rank and their grand lodge. A very partial list of honorific
adjectives for presiding officers of Masonic bodies follows:

The references to T——C—— can be traced back to the Gothic
Constitutions, thus it has the benefit of antiquity. In the Old
Testament T——C—— is mentioned as a sharpner of metal
tools.H——A—— is also mentioned as being a cunning worker
in metals, but in his case it is clear that he worked in bronze and
brass which were used to decorate the building, he was in charge
of butifying the building. A sharpener of tools is not concerned
with decorating a building, he is concerned with a much more
mundane function, that of seeing that the stone mason’s tools
are sharp and able to cut the stones that go into the building.

Sharpening of tools may seem like an insignificant task, but let
me explain a little about it. For example stonemason’s chisels
are not like metal chisels or wood chisels. Stone chisels have a
very sharp angle at the cutting edge and they must cut a very
hard material. Furthermore, the carvings are very detailed and
delicate, so the chisel must cut stone and not break it. To sharpen
a flat stone chisel you must first re-forge the point to the proper
thickness. Then you grind the edge to the correct angle. Then
comes the hard part treating. You heat the metal to the right
temperature and quench it in water or oil to harden it. if the
chisel is to hot the metal cracks. if it is too cold the metal does
not harden.

Finally you must temper the edge, not the shank or shaft, to
make it tough but not brittle. This is done by heating the edge to
straw color and letting it air cool. Heating it too much removes
the hardness from the shank and the chisel will bend. Heating it
too little leaves the edge brittle and the chisel breaks when it is
used. 

After hardening and tempering the edge you have to finish it.
this is the final sharpening and smoothing of the tempered edge
with files and abrasive stones to make it smooth, so that it does
not leave any marks or lines on the cut surface. A very complex
process that takes a lot of practice and skill to be done right.
This step is considered to be an area of special expertise in the
iron smithing craft, such a specialty in fact that it has  its own
name. The finishing of iron is called “whitesmithing”, in
contrast to blacksmithing which is the rough shaping of iron.

Is the tool sharpner or whitesmith an important  person in the
stone mason’s trade? You bet your life he is! Wire saws and
wedges are all that are needed to make rough ashlars, but the
perfect ashlars that go into the building must be shaped by
chisels with perfect edges.

In the American system of Masonic degrees we place much
emphasis on the working tools an their symbolic meanings. In
English and Scottish Masonry the chisel is one of the working
tools of the EA. We have dropped this in the American system,
but we retain a part of it in the pass for the MM  which reminds
us of the importance of the preparation of our tools. This is a
point that we do not stress in our ritual, but it is a significant
lesson that is hidden in the symbolism of the opening ceremony!
